DAVID HAWPE

In a 40-year career at his hometown newspapers, which ended last August, David Hawpe served in many positions, including reporter, copy editor, assistant state editor, city editor of The Louisville Times and managing editor, editorial director and editor of The Courier-Journal. During his tenure in leadership, the C-J won four Pulitzer Prizes. Over the years he also has taught at the college level, including an Appalachian studies course at Harvard University, journalism at the University of Louisville and the University of Kentucky and media ethics at Spaulding University. Throughout his career, Hawpe's industry-wide work focused on fostering diversity in American journalism. 
     Winner of the national Walker Stone Prize for Editorial Writing in 1999, he also won that year's Anthony Lewis Media Award for Public Advocacy given by the state Department of Public Advocacy. He is this year's winner of the Associated Press Managing Editor's Distinguished Service Award for contributions to the national journalism group. 

     A past president of the Kentucky Press Association, he now serves on the committee that oversees its legal defense fund and the committee that guides its summer internship program.. He was named to the Kentucky Journalism Hall of Fame and the U.K. Hall of Distinguished Alumni in 1994. He is a UK Fellow.
Mr. Hawpe is former national president of the Associated Press Managing Editors, and remains a founding member of the APME Foundation board. He led the successful effort to rewrite the group's ethics policy in 1993-94. He also has served on the board of Newswatch, Inc., a national media diversity watchdog group funded by the Ford Foundation and served six years on the national accrediting Committee for Schools and Colleges of Journalism and Mass Communication.  
He is a member of the editorial board of the University Press of Kentucky. He also is a founding and continuing member of the board of visitors for the journalism school at the University of North Carolina in Chapel Hill, which he chaired from 1993 until 1996. He was a long time member of the Daily Student publications board at Indiana University and still serves on the journalism alumni board at the University of Kentucky.
