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Kentucky Expands its Transparency of State Spending

V.I.E.W. includes new payment information
FRANKFORT, Ky. — The Commonwealth of Kentucky is continuing its efforts to become one of the most financially transparent states in the country.  On January 1st of the this year, Governor Steve Beshear launched “Kentucky’s Open Door,” a new Web site which allows all citizens the ability to review all state expenditures and other vital information about state-funded programs.  

Now the state is taking the program a step further by expanding Kentucky’s online checkbook or Vendor Income and Expenditure Watch website (V.I.E.W.) created by State Treasurer Todd Hollenbach.  VIEW now contains hundreds of thousands of records pertaining to vendor/contractor payments and checks paid by the Commonwealth, while still protecting private information.  Citizens can go to https://secure.kentucky.gov/treasury/view/, fill out the form and see what executive branch agencies and all constitutional officers are spending. 

Information excluded includes payments to victims of crime, court ordered settlements and payments to individuals protected by federal privacy or confidentiality laws.

“The expansion of VIEW allows the citizens of the commonwealth yet another way to scrutinize the spending of their tax dollars,” said State Treasurer Todd Hollenbach.  “The more we can do to help people understand how our government works, the better.”
“This site, along with OpenDoor.KY.gov, will be ever-evolving and ever-improving as we work to provide citizens with proof that their tax dollars are being used efficiently and responsibly,” said Finance and Administration Secretary Jonathan Miller.  “We are proud of this bi-partisan, interagency effort and see it as a benefit to Kentucky taxpayers for years to come.”
